PUBLIC COMMENT:

Addressing the rental occupancy ordinance, he said that he saw no need for it so long as the laws on the books were enforced; furthermore, he could not see the need for hiring a part-time property maintenance employee.


Tom Mullen, 214 Glenside Place, North Plainfield, said that the aforementioned vehicle sticker would apply on a one-vehicle/one-owner basis.

WHEREAS, the fund would be used to offset local government funding of court facilities security, and local governments would apply for annual grants for the procurement of security equipment and security-related structural modifications necessary to achieve court security standards; and


WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield has long recognized the need for safe, secure courts and proactively plans to install metal detectors in 2009 in order to enhance the security of our court, and has undertaken the installation of security cameras in 2008, all at its own taxpayer expense; and


WHEREAS, at the same time, it recognizes the need for additional funding to enhance security in all Court Systems, therefore the Borough North Plainfield requests that consideration be given to those municipalities who have proactively moved to resolve their concerns and asks that reimbursement grant funding be provided as recompense for costs expended;

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Frank D’Amore Sr., 40 Willow Avenue, North Plainfield, commented on heavy truck traffic on Norwood Avenue and the need for enforcement, then spoke on a sidewalk maintenance problem at a Washington Avenue property in the Historic District,. Mr. Hitchcock congratulated Mr. Biastre, thanked the Lions Club and said that the Friends of Vermeule might be the first to use the grill at their upcoming yard sale.

Mr. Righetti offered his congratulations to Mr. Biastre, said that the Lions Club’s donation of the grill was greatly appreciated, then assured how good it is to see Mr. McGarry appointed to the Board of Adjustment.

Mr. Singleterry agreed with Mr. Righetti and added how pleased he was at Mr. McGarry’s appointment. 

Council President Stabile recalled what a great job Mr. Biastre had done for the kids at the library, then said that he was particularly pleased that Mr. McGarry could now spare the time to serve on the Board of Adjustment.  He commented on how good it was to see a number of items that had been under negotiation finally come to fruition this evening, then commented favorably on the governing body’s lighthearted participation in tonight’s all-Hawaiian shirt meeting.
