WHEREAS, at a time prior to September 21, 2001, the Borough of North Plainfield required a ten (10) foot wide easement as a new easement for drainage purposes across the property and premises along the sideline of Azalea Court, as more fully shown and described on a survey  by H.A. Lauterwald, P.E., L.S., dated June 23, 2001 and commonly known as 92 Rockview Avenue, in the Borough of North Plainfield, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey; and

WHEREAS, as part of the implementation of the new drainage easement, an existing drainage easement on the same property was to be vacated, as more fully shown and described on the said survey by H.A. Lauterwald, P.E., L.S., dated June 23, 2001; and

WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield caused to be filed a Declaration of Taking dated September 21, 2001, recorded on April 17, 2002 at  Book 5138, Page 795-802 in the Office of the County Clerk of the County of Somerset for the purpose of vacating the old easement and taking of the new easement; and

WHEREAS, the owners of the said property on or about October 6, 2008 were prepared to enter into a sale of the said property and premises commonly known as 92 Rockview Avenue, in the Borough of North Plainfield, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey, but a title search prepared in connection with the said sale showed that the entire premises and property had been inadvertently described in the Declaration of Taking, not just the said easements, and that a corrective deed was required correcting the recording of the said Declaration of Taking as to the entire property and showing only the said drainage easement as more fully shown and described on a survey by H.A. Lauterwald, P.E., L.S., dated June 23, 2001, was intended to be taken by the said Declaration of Taking.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Borough Administrator and Mayor are authorized to execute any required Corrective Deed which is intended to reconvey the property and premises to the Grantee therein, subject to the said new drainage easement as aforesaid, and any prior acts consistent therewith are hereby ratified.

WHEREAS, the Somerset County Business Partnership’s Green Toolkit has been accepted by the Somerset County Board of Chosen Freeholders as a guide in the design for all future county facilities;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that North Plainfield Borough recognizes the efforts of the Somerset County Business Partnership in the development of the Green Toolkit; and

(“Fibertech”), a New York limited liability company with offices located at 300 Meridian Centre, Rochester, New York, has requested permission to occupy certain public rights-of-way within the Borough of North Plainfield (“Borough”) for the purpose of constructing, installing, operating and/or maintaining a telecommunications system; and


WHEREAS, the public rights-of-way which Fibertech seeks to occupy are more particularly set forth in Exhibit A attached of this Resolution and made a part thereof; and


WHEREAS, Fibertech has been authorized by the New Jersey Board of Public Utilities to provide local telecommunications services throughout the State of New Jersey, pursuant to which it may place, attach, locate, install, operate and maintain fiber optic facilities within municipal rights-of-way for the purpose of providing such telecommunications services; and


WHEREAS, it is deemed to be in the best interest of the Borough and its citizenry, particularly including commercial and industrial citizens, for the Borough Council to grant permission to Fibertech to occupy the public rights-of-way within the Borough for this purpose for a period of fifty (50) years; and


WHEREAS, the granting of such permission is and shall be conditioned upon Fibertech entering into a written agreement with the Borough to indemnify and hold the Borough harmless as to loss or liability which may arise from the construction, installation, operation and/or maintenance of its telecommunications system within the public rights-of-way.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of North Plainfield that permission is hereby granted to Fibertech, its successors and assigns, to occupy the public rights-of-way more specifically described in Exhibit A attached to this Resolution within the Borough for the purpose of construction, installation, operation, and/or maintenance of a telecommunications system for period of fifty (50) years; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that such permission is conditioned upon Fibertech entering into an indemnification agreement with the Borough as is envisioned by this Resolution, said agreement to be approved by the Borough attorney as to form; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Fibertech is authorized to present the foregoing Resolution to the New Jersey Board of Public Utilities for ratification, if required, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 48:2-14.

REQUESTS FOR AGENDA ITEMS:


Ms. Habeeb proposed the creation of an ordinance requiring property taxes be paid up to date before a builder is heard by the Planning Board.  It would apply to new structures as well as renovation of an existing structure.  Further, she proposed a resolution to establish a subcommittee to approach the County Freeholders and Attorney  with a proposal to purchase the Villa Maria property as a county park.  She thereupon nominated Messrs. Singleterry and Stabile, and said that she would be happy to help set up an appointment.


Mrs. Forbes requested a joint meeting with the School Board to derive better information regarding the school population, and how non-Borough residents were being identified and appropriate enforcement conducted. 


Mr. Giordano suggested that the commercial vehicle ordinance topic be revisited.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Frank D’Amore Sr., 40 Willow Avenue, North Plainfield, suggested that the Borough ordinance dealing with displaced illegal residential tenants be amended, saying that any reference to New Jersey Statute 2A:18-61 (eviction law) should be eliminated in efforts to make the local ordinance more tenant-friendly.

Tracy Peters, 495 Ayres Avenue, North Plainfield, offered congratulations to all involved in a successful Haunting of Vermeule, calling it a great effort and an example of democracy in progress.

COMMENTS BY ADMINISTRATOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS:

Mr. Hollod reported briefly on the recent downtown ribbon cutting for the façade improvement at Harty Brothers Carpet and Flooring that was attended by Freeholder Walsh, many members of the County Community Development office and local elected officials.  There are other upgrades in progress up and down Somerset Street.

Mrs. Forbes offered congratulations to all involved at the recent Haunting.  

Mr. Giordano thanked Mr. Hitchcock and the Friends of Vermeule for their efforts expressed in the Haunting of Vermeule.  He also offered congratulations to Mr. Costello on his OEM appointment.

Ms. Habeeb took the opportunity to express her pleasure at serving on Council and conveyed thanks to all who had assisted her during her term.  She then congratulated the Giordano team for their recent election win, saying that there is a lot of work to be done in the Borough; that it is not a time to feel vindicated but a time to recognize the need for a team effort where everyone participates and assists.  She characterized this as a new beginning calling for a new effort to involve the public, concluding that she would be there if needed.

Mr. Hitchcock said that, thanks to the citizenry, some of the best volunteers ever participated in this year’s Haunting which raised in excess of $3,000.  He added that the strong spirit of volunteerism in the Borough had warmed his heart.  He concluded by thanking everyone that had helped.

Mr. Righetti thanked Mr. Hitchcock, all members of Council and particularly Mr. Costello for their tireless efforts on behalf of the Borough.

Mr. Singleterry offered congratulations to all on a well-fought campaign, adding that he wanted to thank Ms. Habeeb for her help in moving the Borough forward.
