PRESENTATION:



PLAINFIELD AREA HUMANE SOCIETY (PAHS)


David Lester, President, Board of Trustees, PAHS, reported on recent donations of $120,000.00 to the Society since the threat of its shutdown and repairs that have brought their operation into 99% compliance with the state code.  Ceiling and kennel repairs remain, and a clean bill of health has been earned overall.  John Surmay, Union County Health Officer, has issued a temporary license good through May 22nd.  The permanent license is due to run out on June 1st.  Various renovations continue, they are now in compliance with the state code and are awaiting further certification from Mr. Surmay.  There has also been a great deal of donated skilled labor in connection with the renovation.  A corps of volunteers for fundraising is being organized.  


Mrs. Forbes asked what kind of a shortfall they could predict in their revenues versus expenses.  Mr. Lester explained that contracts bring in 18% of their income while the rest is defrayed by contributions.  The budget is an approximate $340,000.00 per annum.   The 2007 budget ran about $370,000.00.  Responding to Mr. Stabile, Mr. Lester confirmed that PAHS welcomes material donations, such as animal food, cat litter, towels, blankets and the like.  The Society’s newsletters have proven good, reliable fund raisers, and volunteers have also done a beautiful job.  Mr. Hitchcock asked if the Society could provide the Council with a letter after June 1st, and Mr. Lester agreed.
