REQUESTS FOR AGENDA ITEMS:

Mr. Singleterry suggested resolutions to thank both Detective Kuga and Joann Graham for their years of service.

Mrs. Forbes suggested the ordinance for abandoned and foreclosed properties.  

Mr. Merrill suggested an update from the Friends of the Library.  Council President Stabile stated that the Friends of the Library did not participate in the Street Fair this year, although the Library did.  Mrs. Forbes announced that they are currently working on getting their 501(c)3, which is not easy to do.  She stated that they plan to move forward, but are not in a very active mode.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Jim McGarry, 347 Glendale Road, North Plainfield, commended all involved in the very successful Street Fair.

Frank D’Amore, 40 Willow Avenue, North Plainfield, commended the Special Events Committee for their work on the Street Fair, especially the Red Cross 50/50.  He related that on June 4th he had submitted a list of Borough Ordinance violations on a Duer Street property, and that the Mayor gave a status report on those violations at the June 8th meeting.  He then inquired the status of the violations he had reported on 120 Sycamore Avenue, 22 Prospect Place, and a property on Myrtle Avenue; he stated he does not want to take them to court if the zoning official is already enforcing the violations.
COMMENTS BY MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS:
Mayor Giordano reported that he attended the Adult School graduation where 129 people graduated.  He also attended the DARE graduation at Somerset School with Detectives Fowler and Kuga.  He offered his congratulations to Mr. Stabile and Mr. La Ronde for the success of the Street Fair.

Mr. Hollod discussed the budget and the impact of increases on utilities, etc.  We made an attempt to keep it in line, hope for extra aid monies from the state.  He reported the concerns residents have had about an eight year old Somerset County resident’s death; there is information on the website.  He announced that the Somerset County Engineering Department will be here for a public information meeting on the replacement of the North Drive and Sycamore Avenue bridges.  He also announced that most of the offices moved into the newly constructed offices on the first floor.

Mrs. Forbes congratulated the Fire Department on the amazing job they have done and the awards they have received for it.  She congratulated Mr. Stabile and Mr. La Ronde on the success of the Street Fair.

Mr. Hitchcock congratulated the Fire Department and EMS for keeping everyone safe.  He also thanked Mr. Stabile and Mr. La Ronde for their fine job on the Street Fair.  He reported that he visited the new offices in Borough Hall and it’s something to be proud of.
