RESOLUTION NO. 07-27-09-03b  IN SUPPORT OF THE 2010 U.S. CENSUS

WHEREAS, an accurate census count is vital to our community and residents’ well being by helping planners determine where to locate schools, day care centers, roads and public transportation, hospitals and other facilities, and achieving an accurate and complete count of the nation’s growing and changing population;

WHEREAS, more than $435 billion per year in federal and state funding is allocated to states and communities based, in part, on census data;

RESOLUTION NO. 07-27-09-03c  RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF NORTH PLAINFIELD ADOPTING A CODE OF CONDUCT FOR BOROUGH OF NORTH PLAINFIELD RECREATION AND ATHLETIC PROGRAMS


WHEREAS, the Legislature of the State of New Jersey has adopted N.J.S.A. 5:17-1, et seq., finding that youth athletic programs play an important role in promoting the physical, social and emotional development of children and that it is essential for parents, coaches and officials to encourage youth athletes to embrace the values of good sportsmanship and that adults involved in youth sports events should be models of good sportsmanship and should lead by example by demonstrating fairness, respect and self-control; and,


WHEREAS, the Borough Council of the Borough of North Plainfield agrees that it is essential that all coaches, umpires, parents, participants and attendees, who are participating in or watching athletic programs, events or activities of the Recreation Department of the Borough of North Plainfield or who are playing or watching any athletic program, event or activity upon any public property owned by the Borough of North Plainfield, shall conduct themselves with fairness, respect and self-control at all times; and,


WHEREAS, the Borough Council of the Borough of North Plainfield has resolved that each such coach, umpire, parent, participant and attendee shall govern themselves in accordance with a Code of Conduct.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of North Plainfield, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey that the Borough of North Plainfield hereby adopts an Athletic Code of Conduct, a copy of which is attached hereto and made a part hereof, which shall govern the behavior of all coaches, umpires, parents, participants and attendees of any athletic programs, events or activities of the Recreation Department of the Borough of North Plainfield or any athletic program, event or activity upon any public property owned by the Borough of North Plainfield.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of North Plainfield that the Recreation Department shall distribute and disseminate the Athletic Code of Conduct to its coaches, umpires, parents and participants, all of whom shall agree in writing to abide by and obey the Athletic Code of Conduct.

REQUESTS FOR AGENDA ITEMS:

Mrs. Forbes suggested the abandoned property ordinance and an update on Comcast.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Frank D’Amore, 40 Willow Avenue, North Plainfield, suggested removing the “No Parking from 2 a.m. to 6 a.m.” signs on Somerset Street north of Rt. 22 and advising the residents of 650 Somerset Street of the change in Ordinance, rather than purchasing new signs reflecting the change in the Ordinance.  He then expressed his concerns about drivers not yielding to pedestrians on Somerset Street; there is no enforcement, signs do no good, so why doesn’t someone contact the Traffic Division?

Antoinette Rinehart, 93 Wilson Avenue, North Plainfield, questioned why the NPCCR’s letter from July 14, 2009 is on page 3 of the Agenda.  She then stated that she is still awaiting a response from the Mayor and Council regarding their possible attendance at the August 6th meeting.

Grace Nieves, 187 Belmont Avenue, North Plainfield, questioned why the property taxes are so high when the property values came down so much after the reevaluation.  Mr. Hollod explained there is a three part tax bill; these three components are county, municipal and board of education.  The municipal portion is approximately 25% of that total, and being that North Plainfield is nearly fully developed, the property tax base does not grow.  Ms. Nieves then questioned why the board of education contribution is so large when so many children are attending the school system illegally.  Council President Stabile advised Ms. Nieves she would need to go to a Board of Education meeting with that question.  She then questioned why property taxes can’t be lowered when the property values decrease, as is the case in Florida.  Council President Stabile stated he can only speak on the way things are done in New Jersey. 

Carmela Hurling, 250 Brook Avenue, North Plainfield, stated that she supports the sunshine petition and would even like to see meetings televised.  She suggested removing the limit on garage sales due to the recession. 

COMMENTS BY MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS:
Mayor Giordano stated that when he learned of the potential closing of Pathmark, a meeting was set up with the landlord and the leasing company.  He announced that August 4th will be National Night Out in the parking lot across from Borough Hall.  He then stated that the limit for garage sales will remain at 2 per year; the ordinance is being enforced and will continue to be enforced.   

Mr. Hollod addressed Mr. D’Amore’s comment about yielding to pedestrians in the street.  He reported that he and Chief Parenti had carefully reviewed the State’s laws and there seems to be a gray area, as vehicles must yield to pedestrians crossing the street in a crosswalk, however, they do not have to yield to a pedestrian standing in the crosswalk waiting to cross the street.    

Mrs. Forbes extended her condolences to Kay Speirs’ family; saying that she made quite a contribution to the Borough.  She informed Ms. Rinehart that she may attend their meeting; however, she will not participate in a discussion or comment on anything.  She suggested that residents interested in having more than two garage sales per year participate in the Vermeule yard sale; participants receive a ten by ten foot area and there is a tremendous amount of foot traffic. 

Mr. Hitchcock stated that he would not be able to attend the NPCCR meeting and that Council meetings are the appropriate time to answer their questions.

Mr. La Ronde stated that he plans to attend the NPCCR meeting, but he will not participate in a discussion.

Mr. Merrill explained that he would not be able to attend the NPCCR meeting as he will be out of town that week.

Mr. Righetti offered his condolences to Kay Speirs’ family; saying that he had the pleasure of working with her on several boards and committees.  He advised Ms. Rinehart that he would not attend the NPCCR meeting.

Mr. Singleterry offered his condolences to Kay’s family. 

Mr. Stabile thanked Kay’s family for allowing her to contribute so many hours to North Plainfield; she was a sharp lady.

Council President Stabile called for a recess at 8:52 p.m.

EXECUTIVE SESSION

Mr. Stabile moved to come out of Executive Session, seconded by Mr. Righetti and  on voice vote carried unanimously.

Council President Stabile reconvened the meeting at 9:05 p.m. with all seven council members present at the beginning of the meeting still present.

Mrs. Forbes presented the following resolution and moved its adoption:

RESOLUTION NO. 07-27-09-04  RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF NORTH PLAINFIELD AUTHORIZING SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT WITH MICHAEL DELL’OLIO

WHEREAS, Michael Dell’Olio has filed an appeal with the Somerset County Construction Board of Appeals against the Borough of North Plainfield regarding the amount of fees and charges imposed against his escrow account in connection with his application for preliminary subdivision approval; and,

WHEREAS, the parties have engaged in settlement discussions and have reached an agreement whereby Michael Dell’Olio will pay the remaining escrow balance of Two Thousand Seven Hundred Eighty-Five Dollars ($2,785.00) plus the Planning Board attorney’s fee of Two Hundred Forty Dollars ($240.00) for drafting a Resolution; and,

WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield wishes to accept this settlement and conclude the above-referenced litigation.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of North Plainfield, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey that a settlement is hereby authorized with Michael Dell’Olio whereby Michael Dell’Olio agrees to pay the remaining escrow balance of Two Thousand Seven Hundred Eighty-Five Dollars ($2,785.00) plus the Planning Board attorney’s fee of Two Hundred Forty Dollars ($240.00) for drafting a Resolution, and the Mayor and/or Borough Clerk are hereby authorized to execute any and all documents necessary to effect the above-referenced settlement.
