REQUESTS FOR AGENDA ITEMS:

Mrs. Forbes questioned the status of the commercial vehicle and control signs ordinances.  She inquired when the Rescue Squad will next meet with the Council and also inquired about a meeting with Comcast, Council President Stabile interjected that the meeting with Comcast will occur in December.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

John Langenbach, 112 Jackson Avenue, North Plainfield, stated that from April through October there have been several illegally posted garage sale signs on trees and utility poles; he questioned how this can be enforced.

Rick Benson, 237 Norwood Avenue, North Plainfield, stated that private contractors were blowing leaves into the brook behind Trinity Reformed Church over the weekend; he questioned how this can be legal.  He also questioned if it is legal for leaves to be blown into the street.  Council President Stabile stated that he believes there is an ordinance which prohibits workers to blow leaves or any other debris into the streets.

Henry Stoner, 343 West End Avenue, North Plainfield, questioned when the Council meetings will return to Borough Hall.  Mr. Hollod answered that the meetings will return to Borough Hall sometime early next year.

COMMENTS BY MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS:
Mayor Giordano was pleased to announce that the Police Department was re-accredited in Princeton this morning.  He also announced that he attended the St. Peter’s prayer service, which was very sad.

Mr. Hollod announced that twenty of twenty one towns received Department of Transportation trust fund money, and was pleased to state that North Plainfield was on top of the list with $275,000 for the reconstruction of Malcolm Avenue, Manning Avenue and Chatham Place. 

Mr. Singleterry offered his congratulations to Mr. Merrill.

Mr. Righetti also wished to congratulate Mr. Merrill.

Mr. Merrill thanked everyone and stated that he is glad to be back.

Mr. La Ronde congratulated Mr. Merrill on his win.

Mr. Hitchcock  wished to congratulate Mr. Merrill as well.

Mrs. Forbes offered her congratulations to Mr. Merrill and Frank D’Amore Jr.

Mr. Stabile also congratulated Mr. Merrill and Mr. D’Amore.
