Council President Stabile presented the following resolution and moved its adoption:

RESOLUTION NO. 12-28-09-02  RESOLUTION DECLARING AN EMERGENCY PURSUANT TO N.J.S.A. 40A:11-6 and N.J.A.C. 5:34-6.1(a) AND AUTHORIZING THE BOROUGH ADMINISTRATOR OR DESIGNEE TO PREPARE A REVISED CONTRACT OR CONTRACTS FOR COMPLETION OF THE MUNICIPAL BUILDING; AND, SOLICIT INFORMATION TO COMPLETE SUCH WORK; AND, AWARD A CONTRACT OR CONTRACTS TO THE MOST QUALIFIED BIDDER OR BIDDERS AND AUTHORIZE THE COMMENCEMENT OF THE REQUIRED WORK.

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of North Plainfield awarded a Contract to Dauti Construction Company, Inc., for the repair, alteration and expansion of the Borough Municipal Building on Somerset Street; and,


WHEREAS, Dauti Construction Company, Inc., subcontracted various portions of the work to its subcontractors; and,


WHEREAS, the said repair, alteration and expansion has resulted in conditions as a result of the actions and/or inactions of Dauti Construction Company, Inc., and/or its subcontractors to as to the required work; and,


WHEREAS, David Hollod, Borough Administrator and the Borough Official in charge of overseeing the required work, has certified to the Mayor and Council of the Borough of North Plainfield that such an emergency situation exists at the site affecting the public health, safety and welfare, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:11-6; and,


WHEREAS, an actual or imminent emergency exists requiring the immediate delivery of goods and/or the performance of services, which need for the said goods and/or services could not have been reasonably foreseen, which need for such goods and/or services has arisen notwithstanding a good faith effort on the part of the Borough of North Plainfield to plan for the purchase of the said goods and/or services required by the Borough of North Plainfield; and,


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of North Plainfield are satisfied that an emergency exists and has so notified the Borough Administrator of the same in writing, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:11-6, that person shall be authorized to award a contract or contracts for such purposes as may be necessary to respond to the emergent needs.


WHEREAS, certain of the subcontractors of Dauti Construction Company, Inc., as well as other similar services and/or contractors have expressed an ability and willingness to complete the work necessary to complete the work required; and,

WHEREAS, it is necessary and proper for the Borough of North Plainfield to immediately award a new contract or subcontracts to complete the required work without the necessity of public bidding, as authorized by N.J.S.A. 40A:11-6;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of North Plainfield, County of Somerset and State of New Jersey that the Borough Administrator shall immediately prepare new or revised contracts, if any; solicit information and/or bids to complete the work originally required to be completed; award a contract or contracts to the most qualified bidder(s) and authorize the commencement of the required work; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of North Plainfield that the Mayor and the Borough Clerk of the Borough of North Plainfield are hereby authorized to execute any and all documents incident to this resolution on behalf of the Borough.


Seconded by Mr. La Ronde and on Roll Call carried all six voting aye.
Motion to adjourn by Mr. La Ronde, seconded by Mr. Merrill and carried unanimously.
