Mr. La Ronde requested an update from the Planning Board regarding the Master Plan.

Mr. Hitchcock stated that he will shortly have a report from the Friends of the Vermeule Mansion.
PUBLIC COMMENT:
Frank D’Amore, 40 Willow Avenue, North Plainfield, advised that he reported a property maintenance violation at 166 Sandford Avenue on December 4, 2009 and was told at the December 14, 2009 Council meeting that a summons had already been issued for that violation.  After filing an OPRA request, he learned that the most current summons issued to the owner of 166 Sandford Avenue was in January of 2004; he requested that a check for accuracy be conducted on the history of summonses issued to the owner of 166 Sandford Avenue.  
Hal Hirsch, 74 Mercer Avenue, North Plainfield, requested that yard sales’ start times remain at 9:00 a.m. and that the fee remain at $5.00 per permit.  He then stated that he would like to see a report from the Economic Development Committee regarding their actions in 2009, as well as what is planned for 2010.  Mr. Singleterry responded that the Economic Development Committee is an advisory board and they do keep minutes which are available for public inspection.    
COMMENTS BY MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS:

Mayor Giordano reminded everyone that they are welcome to attend the meetings of the Boards, Committees and Commissions.

Mrs. Forbes stated that she is pleased to hear about the upcoming Boy Scout’s anniversary; she inquired if the community center would have adequate space for all attending the ceremony.  Mr. Stabile responded that most of the ceremony will be outside, but hopefully there will be adequate room when they come inside.
