Moment of Silence in Honor of the Men and Women Serving in Our Armed Forces


Board Chairman Stabile read the following Notice of Compliance:


"This is a meeting of the Board of Health of the Borough of North Plainfield  being held in compliance with N.J.S.A. 10:4-6 et seq.  Adequate notice of this meeting was provided by transmitting notice to the Courier News, The Star-Ledger and WKMB Radio on May 6, 2010, and by posting a copy of this notice on the bulletin boards in the Municipal Building and Memorial Library reserved for such purpose."


PUBLIC COMMENT:  


Carlos Cobo, 7 Wilson Avenue, North Plainfield, discussed problems regarding taxicabs operating in North Plainfield without local licensure – some of them actually from out of state.  The speaker reported that some did not even identify themselves as taxis, and were working purely on a demand basis – responding to fares via phone calls.  He commented on reporting the problem to a police officer and being told that crime is more important.


Mr. Stabile recommended that a meeting be scheduled between Mr. Cobo and the Chief of Police on the topic.  The Council President added that it might also represent a zoning violation, especially if the vehicles in question were operating with out-of-state tags.

BH-05-10-10-02   BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the Borough of North Plainfield, acting as its Board of Health, that pursuant to N.P.R.G.O. 4-7.10, Monday, July 5, 2010 is hereby declared to be a day of general civic celebration for purposes of the North Plainfield Annual 4th of July parade, and any fees provided for in N.P.R.G.O. 4-7.2 AND 4-7.3 are hereby waived for vending to be conducted on that date by any nonprofit North Plainfield-based civic organization.


Seconded by Mr. Righetti and on Roll Call carried all seven voting aye.
