Council President Stabile stated that all matters listed on the Consent Agenda are considered to be routine in nature and will be approved by one motion. RESOLUTION NO. 06-14-10-01a  RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF NORTH PLAINFIELD AUTHORIZING ADDITIONAL SERVICES BY BIRDSALL SERVICES GROUP RELATING TO THE BOROUGH OF NORTH PLAINFIELD LIBRARY HVAC AND ROOF IMPROVEMENT PROJECT  


WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield entered into a contract with Birdsall Services Group for professional services relative to the Borough of North Plainfield Library HVAC and Roof Improvements Project; and,


WHEREAS, during the course of performing the above-referenced professional services, Birdsall Services Group determined that it was necessary to engage a USEPA Certified building inspector to collect samples of materials in the Library which may contain asbestos; and, 


WHEREAS, Birdsall Services Group has determined that engaging the services of a USEPA Certified building inspector will cost an additional Two Thousand Dollars ($2,000) and, therefore, has submitted a Work Authorization Form, dated June 9, 2010, for the additional work and costs; and,


WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield has determined that such additional work is justified and necessary in order to complete the project.


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of North Plainfield, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey that Birdsall Services Group is hereby authorized to engage the services of a USEPA Certified building inspector to collect samples of materials possibly containing asbestos in connection with the Borough of North Plainfield Library HVAC and Roof Improvements Project, as set forth on the Work Authorization Form dated June 9, 2010, for the additional cost of Two Thousand Dollars ($2,000) above the original contract amount and the Mayor and Borough Clerk are authorized to execute all necessary documents to effectuate this Resolution.

RESOLUTION NO. 06-14-10-01b  RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF NORTH PLAINFIELD AMENDING AND REVISING RESOLUTION NO. 02-26-96-08 RELATIVE TO ELIGIBILITY FOR HEALTH BENEFITS UNDER THE NEW JERSEY STATE HEALTH BENEFITS PROGRAM 

WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield adopted Resolution No. 02-26-96-08, on February 26, 1996, which required an employee to work a minimum of thirty (30) hours per week in order to be accorded full-time status and be eligible for health benefits under the New Jersey State Health Benefits Program; and,


WHEREAS, the State of New Jersey recently changed the eligibility requirement to require that future employees (those being hired for the first time or those previous employees returning to work who have been off the Borough payroll) and/or elected officials (if eligible) work a minimum of thirty-five (35) hours per week in order to be accorded full-time status and be eligible for coverage under the New Jersey State Health Benefits Program; and, 


WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield wishes to amend Resolution 02-26-96-08 to require that employees and/or elected officials (if eligible) work a minimum of thirty-five (35) hours per week in order to be considered full-time employees and therefore eligible for health benefits under the New Jersey State Health Benefits Program so that the Borough requirements are in conformity with the State requirements.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of North Plainfield, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey that Resolution No. 02-26-96-08 is hereby amended to require employees to work a minimum of thirty-five (35) hours per week in order to be considered full-time employees eligible for health benefits under the New Jersey State Health Benefits Program and shall become effective retroactive to May 21, 2010.  A copy of such Resolution shall be forwarded to the State Health Benefits Commission.

2.  Trash receptacles shall be provided in outdoor dining areas used for consuming


     take-out items unless public trash receptacles are located nearby.


3.  At the end of each business day, the establishment is to clean and sweep the


     entire sidewalk in and around the outdoor dining area.


4.  No debris shall be swept, washed, or blown into the sidewalk, gutter or street.


5.  Trash receptacles shall be emptied daily.


6.  If awnings or umbrellas are used, they shall be washed whenever they become


     dirty.

7.  Applicant must not block the adjacent doorway to the north with any tables,
     chairs or planters, and must maintain six (6) feet of clear space between 
     tables/planters and curb and/or structures to ensure A.D.A. compliance.
