RESOLUTION NO. 06-28-10-03c  RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF S-241 CONCERNING THREATS TO POLICE K-9 UNITS AND AMENDING P.L. 1983, C.261  

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 2C:29-3.1 sets forth the penalties associated with inflicting harm or interfering with an animal owned or used by a law enforcement agency or a search and rescue dog; and


WHEREAS, Senate Bill 241 (“Dano’s Law”) inspired by Lt. Tim Pino and sponsored by Senator Kip Bateman adds a provision to that law that any person who purposefully taunts, torments or threatens the life of an animal owned or used by the police would be guilty of a crime of the fourth degree; and


WHEREAS, the Somerset County Sheriff’s Office K-9 Unit was formed in August 2002 and takes an active part in the community; and


WHEREAS, the Somerset County Sheriff’s K-9 Unit is a very valuable resource to all of the police agencies through the County assisting police agencies searching for illegal drugs that have been hidden, searching for missing persons, assisting police agencies detecting and locating explosive devices present in a building, motor vehicle, boat, airplane or anywhere else it is deemed possible that an explosive device might reside; and


WHEREAS, the Somerset County Sheriff’s canines are part of the Interagency Police Task Force which patrols the Interstate 78 corridor of Bernards, Warren and Long Hill Townships; the Sheriff’s Office Project Lifesaver Task Force which searches for and rescues special needs children and seniors with Alzheimer’s Disease who have wandered off, along with the Special Response Team; New Jersey State Police Detect and Render Safe Task Force which responds to bomb threats all over the State of New Jersey as well as attending area schools to teach children about the dangers of illicit drugs in our communities; and


WHEREAS, the Somerset County Board of Chosen Freeholders recognize the Somerset County Sheriff’s K-9 Unit as well as K-9 Units all over new Jersey as being an invaluable tool in maintaining the safety of the public and the officers.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the Borough of North Plainfield that it hereby supports Senate Bill No. 241 which adds the provision to that law that any person who purposefully taunts, torments or threatens the life of an animal owned or used by the police would be guilty of a crime of the fourth degree; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that certified copies of this Resolution be forwarded electronically to Gov. Chris Christie, the Somerset County Legislative Delegation, Sheriff Frank Provenzano, all twenty-one New Jersey Counties and all municipalities in Somerset County, New Jersey.


RESOLUTION NO. 06-28-10-03d  WHEREAS, the North Plainfield Economic Development Committee has requested that it be permitted to conduct a Farmers’ Market on the municipal parking lot on Somerset Street on Saturdays between the hours of 9:00 a.m. and 2:00 p.m. beginning on or about July 10, 2010 and ending on or about October 30, 2010; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to N.P.R.G.O. 4-7.11, the Borough Council may by resolution, permit any nonprofit or civic organization to conduct a “Special Event” on Borough property upon certain conditions;

RESOLUTION NO. 06-28-10-03e  WHEREAS, LIBRARIES, whether a municipal public institution or associated with a school, are a source of learning and literacy.  Increasingly, they have also become a source of socialization as well; and


WHEREAS, GOVERNOR CHRISTIE’s proposed budget is calling for a 75% reduction in library funding in New Jersey, eliminating State funding for internet access and electronic journals in hundreds of libraries across the state resulting in a loss of a very valuable source of research; and


WHEREAS, State funding would also be eliminated for the delivery of materials through inter-library loans, which amounted to more than 3-million items in 2009, as well as eliminating half of State aid to municipal libraries; and


WHEREAS, proposed legislation A 2555 will eliminate minimum funding for municipal libraries resulting in fewer available books as well as fewer hours and services.  It could also result in the possible closure of some libraries; now


THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the Borough of North Plainfield, New Jersey that it does hereby urge opposition to A2555, and calls for the restoration of $10.4-million in library funding.

RESOLUTION NO. 06-28-10-03g   RESOLUTION OF THE COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF NORTH PLAINFIELD ESTABLISHING REVISED PER-COPY PRICE OF DOCUMENTS PROVIDED TO THE PUBLIC

WHEREAS, the New Jersey State Government Records Council has advised that as a result of the decision in Smith v. Hudson County Register, et al., 411 N.J. Super. 538 (App. Div. 2010), the Custodian of Records of any governmental or public entity may only charge requestors of photocopies of government documents on the basis of ‘actual costs’ associated with the service, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 47:1A5.b with per-copy costs determined on the basis of the cost of paper and toner only, excluding the costs of labor and other overhead expenses; and,


WHEREAS, fees customarily charged for photocopies by the Borough of North Plainfield had, until this time, mirrored a fee scheme established by the State of New Jersey in N.J.S.A. 47:1A5.b.  By means of this Resolution, the declining fee scheme set forth therein is no longer governing; and,


WHEREAS, the newly-mandated per-copy fee is to be calculated by each municipality independently, keyed to the amount of paper purchased for one year (calendar or fiscal) plus the total cost of toner purchased (calendar or fiscal) divided by the annual copying volume, as well as other factors which are permitted by the Appellate Division and/or the Government Records Council from time to time; now, therefore,


BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF NORTH PLAINFIELD, that following calculations determined by means of the above formula, per copy charges be established for all requestors of photocopies of government documents commencing 1 July 2010 at the rate of xx cents per copy, with no provision for quantity discounts.  The rate per copy remains constant whether the finished copy is 8 ½ x 11”, 8 ½ x 14” or 11 x 17”; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that these copy rates remain in place until such time as there are further determinations, calculations to change or a state-mandated fee structure for such copies.

COMMENTS BY MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS:


Mayor Giordano reminded everyone that the Fourth of July parade and fireworks will be held on Monday, July 5.  He then announced that North Plainfield received $275,000 from the Department of Transportation in grant monies; this was the highest amount received in all of Somerset County.  

Mr. Hollod announced that the Borough received bids on Friday for the necessary road projects in town.  Nine bids were received and they were approximately twenty percent lower than what the Engineer estimated; they hope to award the project by July 12.  He then announced that new high-efficiency street lamps are being installed by PSE&G which will save the Borough about $7,000 per annum. 

Mayor Giordano advised that Joe Irovando has asked for volunteers to sell glow sticks for the Fourth of July Fireworks.   

Mrs. Forbes announced that Senator Byrd of West Virginia passed away today; he was the longest serving Senator and a remarkable man.

Mr. Hitchcock stated that he is looking forward to the Fourth of July parade and fireworks.

Mr. Merrill announced that the town had supported the decision to continue the parade and fireworks when many other towns chose not to budget for it. 


Mr. Righetti commented that he is looking forward to celebrating the town’s 125th Anniversary.  

Mr. Singleterry stated that the new lights being installed will help the Borough to achieve its Green Team certification.
