COMMENTS BY MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS:


Mr. Hollod announced that the tax bills will go out shortly and there will be the need for a grace period.  We await the State’s review and Somerset County information on the Budget.  He stated that our balance will be down to $35,000 in a 2008 grant for façade improvements; Somerset County’s EDIP has been very good to us.  Last week, NJDOT did a concerted cleanup of graffiti and leaves; we asked them to focus on the Somerset Street overpass.  


Mrs. Forbes commended Mr. Hollod for his quick response on the EDIP question. 


Mr. Merrill stated that he coaches a baseball team of 12 year olds at Stony Brook School; we have received many favorable comments on the field despite the drought.  He commended DPW, Mr. Costello and Mr. Carotenuto.  The field is a mini-jewel in our town and sends a very positive message about us to visiting towns’ kids and their families.
