Council President Stabile stated that all matters listed on the Consent Agenda are considered to be routine in nature and will be approved by one motion.  There will be no separate discussion of these items.  If any discussion is desired by Council, that particular item will be removed from the Consent Agenda and will be considered separately.
Mrs. Forbes requested that item “m” be removed for a separate vote. 


Mr. Merrill presented the following Resolution and moved its adoption:


RESOLUTION NO. 11-08-10-01  BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the Borough of North Plainfield that resolutions numbered

11-08-10-01a, b, d, e, f, g, h, i, j, k, l and n
having been placed on the Consent Agenda and there having been no objection thereto, the same are hereby approved.


Seconded by Mr. Righetti and on Roll Call carried all six voting aye.
APPROVED RESOLUTIONS:

RESOLUTION NO. 11-08-10-01a  RESOLUTION REJECTING ALL BIDS SUBMITTED FOR LEAF AND GRASS REMOVAL SERVICES FOR THE BOROUGH AND AUTHORIZING RE-BIDDING OF THE PROJECT


WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield prepared Bid Specifications and sought to request Bids for leaf pick up and removal and grass removal services for the Borough (the “Project”); and,


WHEREAS, five (5) bidders submitted bids for the Project; and,


WHEREAS, the bids were submitted for the Project as a whole and not for its individual components, so that there is no way to separate the bid amounts for leaf pick-up and removal from that of grass removal services; and,


WHEREAS, there was a delay in advertising the Project and bids were not received until October 20, 2010; and,


WHEREAS, because of the delay in advertising the Project and the fact that it is so late in the year, there is no longer a necessity for grass removal, thereby rendering half of the advertised Project inapplicable and of no effect; and,


WHEREAS, the amounts bid are significantly higher than they would be if the Borough had simply advertised for leaf pick-up and removal services and there is no way to separate the amounts bid for grass removal from the amounts bid for leaf pick-up and removal to determine the sole cost of leaf pick-up and removal services; and,


WHEREAS, because grass removal services are no longer needed this late in the year and, therefore, half the Project is no longer necessary, the Borough is obligated to reject the five (5) bids which were submitted, re-advertise the Project and accept bids anew.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of North Plainfield, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey that the five (5) bids submitted for leaf and grass removal services for the Borough are hereby rejected due to the delay in advertising the Project and elimination of the need for grass removal services and the Project shall be re-bid accordingly.    

RESOLUTION NO. 11-08-10-01b  RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF NORTH PLAINFIELD AUTHORIZING THREE (3) CHANGE ORDERS FOR THE SERVICES PROVIDED BY LUCAS CONSTRUCTION GROUP, INC. REGARDING THE ONEIDA AVENUE ROAD IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT 


WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield entered into a contract with Lucas Construction Group, Inc. for services regarding Oneida Avenue Road Improvements project for the Borough; and,


WHEREAS, there is a proposed change order requesting an additional One Thousand Two Hundred Dollars ($1,200.00) for an adjustment to the pipe material from R.C.P. pipe to D.I.P. pipe; and,


WHEREAS, there is a second (2nd) proposed change order requesting an additional Six Thousand Dollars ($6,000.00) in order to reconstruct the existing drainage inlets with additional reinforcement of the top slab because the existing inlets were not constructed with adequate support for vehicular traffic; and,


WHEREAS, there is a third (3rd) proposed change order indicating a Forty-Seven Thousand Eight Hundred Forty-Five Dollars and Eighty-One Cents ($47,845.81) reduction in the total contract price from the bid amount of Three Hundred Forty Thousand Seven Hundred Fifteen Dollars and Ninety-Five Cents ($340,715.95) to the actual built amount of Two Hundred Ninety-Two Thousand Eight Hundred Seventy Dollars and Fourteen Cents ($292,870.14).


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of North Plainfield, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey that the Borough Council does hereby authorize three (3) changes in the order for the Oneida Avenue Road Improvements project for the additional amounts of One Thousand Two Hundred Dollars ($1,200.00) and Six Thousand Dollars ($6,000.00) so that Lucas Construction Group, Inc. can complete the project as changed, as well as a reduction of Forty-Seven Thousand Eight Hundred Forty-Five Dollars and Eighty-One Cents ($47,845.81) in the total contract price, as detailed above, and the Mayor and Borough Clerk are hereby authorized to sign all documents necessary to execute the change orders.

REQUESTS FOR AGENDA ITEMS:  
Council President Stabile requested the Commercial Vehicle Ordinance.  

Mr. Singleterry requested a report from the Fire Department.  Mr. Righetti suggested the Rescue Squad report to the Council with the Fire Department, if possible.  
PUBLIC COMMENT:  
Frank D’Amore, 40 Willow Avenue, North Plainfield, disagreed that the commercial vehicle ordinance is currently being enforced.  He advised that there is nothing in the title 39 definition about plates or signs on commercial vehicles.  The current ordinance is free of guesswork; confusion is in lack of enforcement, he maintained.  He also commented on lack of enforcement of the historic preservation ordinance.  

Larry Halper, (Hunterdon County resident), applauded the Council on allowing overnight parking of some commercial vehicles on private property; this is important, he said, for those starting their own businesses.  He reiterated his disappointment in the need for re-bidding the leaf contract.

Mayor Giordano announced that Somerset County will conduct a secure shred day on November 20, 2010 from 9:00 am to 1:00 pm at Vermeule.  The Veterans’ Day service will be held November 11, 2010 at 11:00 am at Memorial Park.  

Mrs. Forbes congratulated the undefeated High School football team.


Mr. La Ronde announced that North Plainfield High School will host a football playoff game this Friday night.


Mr. Merrill announced that the soccer team will play for the Central Jersey Group 2 Championship against Delaware Valley in Frenchtown.


Mr. Righetti congratulated the football and soccer teams; he also congratulated the winning candidates in the recent election.


Council President Stabile stated his pleasure with being able to continue working with the winning candidates.  

Motion to adjourn by Mr. La Ronde, seconded by Mr. Merrill and on voice vote, carried unanimously.
