Frank D’Amore, 40 Willow Avenue, North Plainfield, wished everyone a happy and prosperous New Year.  He congratulated the re-elected Council members and encouraged them to work on getting both the meetings and court sessions back to Borough Hall. 

MAYOR’S MESSAGE:

Mayor Giordano read his 2011 State of the Borough address as follows:

Happy New Year to all and to my colleagues on the Borough Council.  

The year 2010 brought unprecedented challenges to the Borough of North Plainfield and I am proud to say that we met those challenges head-on while at the same time preserving essential services for our residents and businesses.


With the backdrop of a major economic recession, and a Governor and legislature facing a state fiscal crisis, there were decisions made at the State level that affected our taxpayers, and unfortunately, some of our most vulnerable residents who found their Property Tax rebates curtailed or eliminated. 


The reduction in State Aid and increase in pension costs were responsible for the entire increase in the municipal portion of the property tax bills.  This forced us to make a lean government even leaner.  Some of the measures we took included:

· Elimination of two part-time positions.

· Reduction of one full-time position through attrition.

· Reduction of seven positions to part time status with elimination of health benefits.

· Reduction of two positions in the Police Department through attrition.

· Federal funding obtained to hire three replacement firefighters and one additional firefighter for a two-year period.

· Increasing the work hours necessary for entitlement to health benefits to a level above the State mandate.

· Aggressive efforts to collect taxes have kept the tax collection rate stable at 97.0%.

I am also proud to acknowledge that two of our collective bargaining Unions stepped up to the plate and worked with us to solve our budget crunch:

· Public Works union voluntary agreement of a 1.5% of salary contribution toward medical benefits.

· Clerical union voluntary agreement to twelve furlough days without pay.


Special thanks are due to our Borough Administrator David E. Hollod for his hard work and dedication both in securing grants and implementing our cost containment measures throughout this difficult year.  

We have had some notable successes this past year and these will pay off in terms of longer term savings and efficiency.  Included among these is the completion of long-awaited HVAC and roofing upgrades to the Memorial Library.  Our aggressive road reconstruction program was responsible for the completion of the reconstruction of Oneida Avenue, Lawrence Avenue, Jefferson Avenue, Ridge Avenue, Coddington Avenue, Sandford Avenue and Chatham Place.  Work on our sewer system included completion of repairs to West End Avenue/Greenbrook Road and Meadowbrook Road/Mali Drive.


This past year we have used funding from Somerset County for an Energy Audit of our Municipal Building, Memorial Library, Public Works Garage and Vermeule Community Center.  In conjunction with that audit, thanks to the efforts of Councilmembers Singleterry and Forbes, we have applied for Certification through the Sustainable Jersey Program.


We are also working with the County to explore shared services ideas for our Police Department, Municipal Court and Tax Assessor.


This past year also saw the completion of an update to our Borough’s Master Plan and special thanks are due to Tom Fagan, Planning Board Chair, and the entire Planning Board for overseeing this effort.  As a result of this effort the Planning Board will be overseeing the development of a new Master Plan for the Borough in 2011.  This will be the first comprehensive Master Plan done in a generation and will set the stage for future redevelopment efforts.  


As we move forward into 2011 we will be reconstructing a portion of Rockview Avenue and making plans for further capital roadway projects using NJDOT and local funds.  We will be repairing sewers on Wells Road and in the vicinity of Leland Avenue utilizing Community Development Block Grants.


We are participating in New Jersey’s Clean Energy Program which will implement many recommendations of the Energy Audit at no cost to the Borough and which will pay off in energy and dollar savings for years to come.  Within the last week we were also notified that we have been selected for the next phase of the county’s Solar Panel Program which could mean even more savings for the Borough.


There have been several staffing changes in 2010 and none was more significant than Gail Cain, our new Administrative Assistant, who is doing a great job for Mr. Hollod and me.  As a lifelong resident, she is familiar with the Borough and has been a quick study to help resolve public inquiries and problems.


My thanks extend to our Directors and Department Heads, and the staff at Borough Hall for their hard work in the past year and dedication to the Borough.  This also includes our legal team, Eric Bernstein and staff.

I would like to thank all of our volunteers serving as members of the committees, commissions and advisory boards for their countless hours of service.  Thank you to all the members departing from the committees for your valuable time and Congratulations to all the newly appointed members.


I look forward to working with the Borough Council, the Board of Education, Somerset County, State agencies, our neighboring communities and all of our many volunteers to continue our collective progress in North Plainfield. 


Finally, I am pleased to partner with the Borough Council on many initiatives and issues of importance to North Plainfield.  Through the past two years we have had a successful partnership.  The Borough Council has been working hard on behalf of our residents and shares my goals to stabilize taxes, improve our quality of life, and strengthen our community.


I look forward to working with all the residents of our proud community.  If you have any questions, please contact me or any member of our Borough staff at any time.  I look forward to hearing from you.


Mrs. Forbes wished everyone a happy New Year and thanked those that participated in the last election. 


Mr. La Ronde wished everyone a happy New Year.  He thanked everyone for their support over the past two years and announced that he is looking forward to seeing everyone’s smiling faces over the next four years.

Mr. Merrill wished everyone a happy, safe and prosperous New Year.  He thanked Mr. Rodino and the Department of Public Works for their hard work to remove the snow.


Mr. Righetti echoed his colleagues’ sentiments. 


Mr. Singleterry stated he is proud to serve on the Council and he looks forward to the challenges ahead.

Council President Stabile thanked everyone for sharing New Year’s Day with them.  He recognized Assemblyman Jerry Green and Senator Nicholas Scutari.  Assemblyman Green expressed his pleasure at attending this afternoon’s meeting and expressed his admiration for the continued progress of North Plainfield, its staff, volunteers and Governing Body.  Senator Scutari congratulated the newly re-elected members of the Council and reminded everyone of the many challenges ahead.  He stated his pleasure of having represented everyone over the past few years.  Council President Stabile affirmed that the Borough has been the beneficiaries of their input and grant monies; he added his thanks to the legislative team in Trenton.
