WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield prepared Bid Specifications and requested Bids for the tree maintenance and removal services project for the Borough of North Plainfield (the “Project”); and,


WHEREAS, the bid opening was held on April 14, 2011 for the Project; and, 


WHEREAS, six (6) bidders responded to the request for bids; and,


WHEREAS, the lowest responsive, responsible bidder was Elite Tree Service, Inc. with a bid of One Hundred Seventy-Five Dollars ($175.00) per hour for calendar year 2011 and calendar year 2012; and,


WHEREAS, Elite Tree Service, Inc.’s bid is in compliance with all the requirements of the bid specifications for the Project; and,


WHEREAS, the Borough wishes to enter into a contract with Elite Tree Service, Inc., 2 Red Fox Run, Manalapan, New Jersey 07726 to complete the Project at the rate of One Hundred Seventy-Five Dollars ($175.00) per hour in an annual amount not to exceed the allocation in the Municipal Budget for such services and subject to the availability of funds.
