RESOLUTION NO. 06-27-11-01e  RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE BOROUGH OF NORTH PLAINFIELD TAX COLLECTOR TO PREPARE AND MAIL ESTIMATED TAX BILLS IN ACCORDANCE WITH P.L. 1994, c.72

WHEREAS, due to the late certification of Aid from the State of New Jersey, the Somerset County Board of Taxation is unable to certify tax rates for the Borough of North Plainfield and the Tax Collector will be unable to mail the Borough’s 2011/2012 tax bills on a timely basis; and
WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield Tax Collector in consultation with the Borough of North Plainfield Chief Financial Officer has computed an estimated tax levy in accordance with NJSA 54:4-66.3 and they have both signed a certification showing the tax levies for the prior year, the tax rates and the range of permitted estimated tax levies:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Mayor and the Council of the Borough of North Plainfield, in the County of Somerset and the State of New Jersey on this 27th day of June, 2011, as follows:

The North Plainfield Borough Tax Collector is hereby authorized and 

directed to prepare and issue estimated tax bills for the Borough of North Plainfield for the third installment of the 2011 taxes.  The Tax Collector shall proceed and take such actions as are permitted and required by P.L. 1994, c.72 (NJSA 54:4-66.2 and 54:4-66.3)

The entire estimated levy for 2011 is hereby set at $2,905.

In accordance with the law the third installment of 2011 taxes shall not 




be subject to interest until the later of August 10th or the twenty-fifth 




calendar day after the date the estimated bills are mailed.  The estimated 




tax bills shall contain a notice specifying the date on which interest may 




begin to accrue.

Mr. Singleterry advised the Green Building Design Ordinance will be ready within the next few weeks.      
PUBLIC COMMENT:  None. 
COMMENTS BY MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS:


Mayor Giordano congratulated Cub Pack 135 on their recent rocket launch.  He commented on attending the 50th anniversary dinner for Boy Scout Troop 235.  He also attended the ribbon-cutting ceremony for the new Liberty Gas Station in town and explained that the Fourth of July Parade will run from Wilson Avenue to Greenbrook Road and then down Somerset Street.  He commented on a petition circulating regarding commercial vehicles; he stressed that he does not support the parking of dump trucks or any other commercial vehicles in the streets.  


Mr. Phoenix advised that the Fireworks display will be on July 9 at West End School.  


Mr. Singleterry commented that the Farmer’s Market will begin on July 9 in the parking lot across from Borough Hall.  The Council President remarked on Mr. Alirangues’ enthusiasm regarding the Farmer’s Market, advising that five farms in all would be represented at this year’s downtown market.


Mr. Merrill welcomed Eugene of the Star Ledger back to the Council meetings. 


Mr. La Ronde echoed the Mayor’s sentiments about the Boy Scout rocket launch and stated that he is looking forward to the Fourth of July Parade and Fireworks display.


Mrs. Forbes commented that she is looking forward to summer in North Plainfield.


The Council President commented on the potential changes to the commercial vehicle ordinance; these changes were initiated by the Council, not the Mayor.  The prohibition of parking commercial vehicles on the streets remains.  He suggested that the petitioners get their facts straight before speaking to the residents.     
Motion to adjourn by Mr. La Ronde, seconded by Mr. Righetti and on voice vote, carried unanimously.
