PUBLIC COMMENT:  
Frank Toth, 275 Watchung Avenue, North Plainfield, identifying himself as a Tea Party member, questioned if the Borough had received funds from “Agenda 21.”  He advised that he believes funds received for Green projects may stem from NATO.  The Council President suggested it is unlikely that the Borough receives any UN funding.    
Frank D’Amore, 40 Willow Avenue, North Plainfield, commented on the commercial vehicle ordinance advising that he hopes the council members have read it thoroughly.  He stressed his concerns with a vehicle with the gross registered weight of 6,500 pounds parking in the Borough, and questioned if school buses would continue to be allowed to park on Borough streets and driveways during the time between runs.  He suggested a change be made in the ordinance to limit the parking of any sized RV’s and camping vehicles.  

The Council President advised that a regular F-150 pickup with cargo weighs approximately 6,500 pounds.  He stated that the parking of school buses would not be permitted under the new ordinance.  If a plethora of government vehicles were parked on the streets, it would be addressed.        

NEW BUSINESS:

Appointment of Kathleen Intravartolo as Purchasing Agent – D.E.H.  Mr. Hollod explained that this resolution appoints Ms. Intravartolo as the Qualified Purchasing Agent.  The appointment allows for the Borough’s bid threshold to be set at $26,000.
