PUBLIC COMMENT:  
Frank D’Amore, 40 Willow Avenue, North Plainfield, commented that upon review of the May 9 council meeting video, the Mayor had indicated that he was impressed with property maintenance.  Mr. D’Amore announced that several violations have not been addressed including violations at 175 Sycamore Avenue, 104 Sycamore Avenue and 39 Willow Avenue.  Upon speaking with Mr. Simpson’s office in the New Jersey Department of Transportation, he learned that they await submittal of the application for funding regarding the mitigation plan.  Mr. Hollod advised he was recently in touch with them regarding proper completion of said application.

Hal Hirsch, 74 Mercer Avenue, North Plainfield, questioned if and when the paving of the Somerset Street overpass would be completed.  The Mayor advised the west bound side should be completed when the west bound lanes on Route 22 are repaved.  Mr. Hirsch stressed the need for the back half of the overpass to be repaved and for the overgrowth to be addressed.  The Council President assured that they will check with the DOT. 
COMMENTS BY MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS:

Mayor Giordano commented on the success of the annual Halloween parade.  He announced that Halloween trick or treating will be from 3:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. on Monday, October 31.  Recreation will conduct basketball and wrestling registrations this week.  The band competition on Sunday, October 30 will take place at the high school.

Mrs. Forbes congratulated the three probationary firefighters. 

Mr. Righetti offered his congratulations to the Fire Department and the new firefighters. 

Mr. Singleterry echoed Mr. Righetti’s sentiments.

Council President Stabile offered his congratulations to the Fire Department and commented on how spectacular it is to have a father and son on the force.     
Motion to adjourn by Mr. Merrill, seconded by Mr. Righetti and on voice vote, carried unanimously.
