Miller is hereby appointed to serve on the Borough of North Plainfield Borough Council for the unexpired term of former Council Member Robert E. Motion by Mr. Singleterry to change the order of the Agenda to hold the hearing of Ordinance No. 11-09 before the Executive Session, seconded by Mr. Merrill and on voice vote carried unanimously. 
HEARING:
ORDINANCE NO. 11-09  AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND, REVISE AND SUPPLEMENT THE BOROUGH CODE OF THE BOROUGH OF NORTH PLAINFIELD, CHAPTER VII, ENTITLED “TRAFFIC,” MOST NOTABLY SECTION 7-4.2, “GENERAL PROHIBITIONS FOR PARKING OF CERTAIN VEHICLES” AND CHAPTER XXII, ENTITLED “LAND DEVELOPMENT,” MOST NOTABLY SECTION 22-115.7, “COMMERCIAL VEHICLES IN RESIDENTIAL ZONES.”

The Clerk read the Ordinance by its title.

PUBLIC COMMENT: 

Frank D’Amore, 40 Willow Avenue, North Plainfield, reported that he had delivered a petition opposing Ordinance No. 11-09 to the Clerk’s office this afternoon.  He suggested proper enforcement of the current ordinance, stressing that anyone confused with its enforcement should not be employed by the Borough.  The new ordinance will permit 6,500 pound trucks to park in driveways.  He complained that some commercial vehicles are painted like circus vehicles, reminding the Council that the term “obscene” is in the eye of the beholder.  He reported that a bus is parked on Mountain Avenue daily and a tractor was parked in his neighborhood for three days.  He concluded that enforcement is the biggest problem.  
Louis Gendron, 117 West End Avenue, North Plainfield, voiced his support of the ordinance.  He explained that he runs a business out of his home and will now be able to park his food truck in his driveway.  North Plainfield is not the white collar town it once was.  We pay taxes, too, and need our driveways to conduct business, he affirmed.  

Ed Allmann, 613 Rockview Avenue, North Plainfield, stated his concerns with the 6,500 pound weight limit, assuring that there are box trucks fitting within that restriction and that this could open up a can of worms.  The Council President explained that an amendment could always be made in the future.  

Florence Mannion, 588 Greenbrook Road, North Plainfield, questioned the legality of running a business out of your home.  She commented that many renters may bring their trucks home from work.  There has always been some blue-collar in town, but they are not supporting the town if they are not homeowners.  

Marianne Davis-Lowe, 1 Deforest Avenue, North Plainfield, commented that her father ran a small business in Newark.  There is a price for running a business, she said, and this is not a knock on small businesses.  Residents want to come home to a good quality of life.  The situation where she used to live in Scotch Plains was not nice to look at, she explained, adding that she is not allowed to run a business from her house.  This ordinance would disturb the flavor of the residential neighborhood.  North Plainfield has a reputation as an easy target for dumbing-down, she continued; and, the fabric of the community needn’t be compromised just to cater to a certain demographic.
Fred Perrine, 239 Willow Avenue Extension, North Plainfield, commented that he remembered when farmland existed in North Plainfield.  He voiced his annoyance with his neighbor parking a landscaping truck in the driveway every night.  The town has gone to hell, he complained, then advised of a yellow cab parked across from his driveway.  The Council President stated that the cab could be ticketed.  

Brian Lorio, 36 Harrison Avenue, North Plainfield, urged the Council to stand up for those residents not in attendance.  He explained that he is a new renter in town, adding that his college roommate at Northwestern was from North Plainfield.  This community must survive by catering to its residents.  Many services for renters must be paid for.  No town is how it once was and they will change for the better.  

Julio Gaetan, 739 Coolidge Avenue, North Plainfield, commented that both he and his neighbor had spent a lot of money improving their homes.  They shouldn’t have to worry about people cutting their grass and maintaining their shrubs.  

Marianne Davis-Lowe, 1 Deforest Avenue, North Plainfield, explained that her father was a small businessman and had to leave his work vehicle at his place of business.  She stressed that her comments had nothing to do with racial minorities.  

Carlos Trinajstic, 101 Brook Avenue, North Plainfield, stressed the need for effective enforcement of the ordinance.  He spoke of the large trucks parked on the Plainfield side of the bridges and even on the bridges at times.  The Council President agreed with this being an issue on many of the streets in the east end of town.  The Mayor suggested reporting this to Plainfield.  

Hal Hirsch, 74 Mercer Avenue, North Plainfield, voiced his hopes of North Plainfield remaining a residential town.  He questioned how this new ordinance would be easier to enforce.  The Council President explained that the current ordinance had been the source of some confusion, especially for renters.  As this is now a more service-oriented economy, things have changed.  It provides a clean slate with a little more common sense.  No commercial vehicles are allowed to be parked in the streets.  The twenty days post-adoption will allow for the Police Department to begin enforcement in 2012.  Mr. Hirsch encouraged that an effort be made to advise the public of the change.  Council President Stabile explained that the onus would be on real estate agents.  He explained that the main goal is compliance.  
Cheryl Meyer, 264 Watchung Avenue, North Plainfield, inquired how the Police Department would be informed of the change.  Mr. Hollod explained that Chief Parenti is copied on all ordinances and he had been tracking this one in particular.  Ms. Meyer stated her displeasure with the lack of enforcement of those ordinances already on the books.  Mr. Hollod stressed that the Police Department is heavily trained and certified and would enforce this ordinance.  

Wendy Wright-Schaefer, 110 Willow Avenue, North Plainfield, proposed the use of permit parking to allow for commercial vehicles to park in residential driveways.                
Motion to close public comment by Mr. La Ronde, seconded by Mr. Merrill and on Roll Call carried all seven voting aye.

Mrs. Forbes presented the following Resolution and moved its adoption:
