PUBLIC COMMENT:
Frank D’Amore, 40 Willow Avenue, North Plainfield, informed everyone that the Borough has the authority and the obligation to tear down the fire-damaged house at 40-42 Washington Avenue.  Reading from the February 8, 2011 Historic Preservation Commission minutes, he explained that if the town were to demolish the house at a reasonable rate, the owner would take out a loan to pay for it.  The speaker then questioned the status of the alternate side of the street parking ordinance as it would enable thorough street cleaning and prevent trash and debris from washing into the storm sewers.  Mr. Hollod explained that there is no money in the budget for the required signage for this ordinance.  Mr. D’Amore encouraged the passage of this ordinance to protect the environment.   
Wendy Wright-Schaefer, 110 Willow Avenue, North Plainfield, thanked the Mayor for her appointment to the Historic Preservation Commission.  She commended the Borough website.  
Basil D’Armiento, 2 Berry Hill Court, North Plainfield, thanked the Council for his appointment to the Board of Adjustment.    
COMMENTS BY MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS:

Mr. Hollod spoke positively on the newly-updated website, encouraging everyone to take the time to visit it.  A forthcoming final report will soon be made available from the Prosecutor’s Police Consolidation Study.  He thanked Gail Cain for her work as his Administrative Assistant. 


Mr. Bernstein commented on 40-42 Washington Avenue advising that a notice for demolition has been posted.  The Borough does not like to spend large amounts of tax monies to do private entity work, which explains why this remained unresolved for the past nine years.  If the Borough demolishes the house, it may end up collecting a lien on the property well into the next decade.  

Mr. La Ronde thanked all of the volunteers, noting that the town would not run without them.  Offering his praises of the newly designed website, he asked that Mr. Phoenix pass along his thanks to Tim Bozack,  the webmaster. 


Mr. Merrill expressed what an honor and privilege it is to continue to serve with his fellow colleagues, as well as the Administration, the Mayor, the Clerk’s Office and the Attorney.  


Ms. Miller thanked the Council, the Mayor and all of those who have offered their kind words of encouragement to her.  


The Council President echoed his colleagues’ sentiments, explaining how fortunate he is to work with them.  Wishing Mr. Hitchcock well in his retirement, he explained that the Borough will miss him.  Commenting on his friendship with the Mayor, he explained that their work together transcends their friendship.  He thanked Mr. Phoenix and Miss Sherwood for their work in the Clerk’s office, commenting that their efforts are noted.  Announcing that Miss Sherwood had recently obtained her RMC certification, he offered his congratulations to her.  He then expressed his enthusiasm for the year ahead.
