REQUESTS FOR AGENDA ITEMS:

Mrs. Forbes requested discussion of the Police Consolidation study.   
PUBLIC COMMENT: 

Frank D’Amore, 40 Willow Avenue, North Plainfield, commenting on 22-115.26 of the North Plainfield General Ordinances, requested clarification as to why the Police Department determines the existence of a violation when the ordinance clearly states that the height of shrubs shall not exceed 30 inches at intersections.  Commending the Special Events Committee, he praised the Fourth of July parade as one of the best ever.  Reporting that a resident of Hidden Trail may have removed trees from Green Acres property, he questioned if the Borough had authorized such, as was alleged by a resident.  He suggested the Borough conduct an investigation to determine if a storage shed located at 126 Hidden Trail lies on Green Acres property. 

John Jiovino, property owner of 897 Route 22, North Plainfield, voiced his concerns with certain business properties along the highway, specifically the accumulation of debris.  The Council President suggested the speaker meet with Mr. Hollod regarding his concerns.                

Wendy Wright-Schaefer, 110 Willow Avenue, North Plainfield, spoke in favor of the Council limiting the number of taxicabs in the Borough, ensuring a higher quality rather than quantity of taxicab companies.  Proposing the Council conduct a survey of taxicab customers, the speaker advised of the opportunity to address the concerns of the customers.        

COMMENTS BY MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS:

Mr. Hollod, addressing Mr. D’Amore’s concerns regarding the trees cut down from Green Acres property, stressed that the Borough did not authorize such.  Speaking on behalf of Mayor Giordano, he thanked Joe Irovando and Gail Cain for their efforts with the Fourth of July parade and fireworks.  He announced the summer car cruise will be held on Monday, July 16 from 6:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m.
Mrs. Forbes praised the Fourth of July events and thanked all involved.  Advising that she has used a North Plainfield taxicab service, she reported having had no problems.
Mr. La Ronde thanked all involved for their efforts in the Fourth of July parade and fireworks.
Mr. Merrill congratulated Joe Irovando and the Special Events Committee for their amazing job with the parade and fireworks.  Stressing how fortunate North Plainfield is to have the Administration’s support of these events, he spoke of the great opportunity afforded the Council to meet and greet the public.
Council members Miller, Righetti and Singleterry thanked all involved for their efforts with the parade and fireworks.  

Council President Stabile praised Joe Irovando for his tireless efforts with the parade and fireworks.  Recalling  an attendee that offered a donation when leaving, the Council President reported that she described the fireworks as the best ever.  Urging his fellow Council members to attend the car cruise, he reminded of the trophy presentation at the conclusion of the event.      

Motion to adjourn by Mr. La Ronde, seconded by Mr. Merrill and carried unanimously.
