RESOLUTION NO. 12-10-12-01b  RESOLUTION AWARDING THE GERAUD AVENUE SANITARY SEWER LINE PUMP STATION HARRISON CONTRACT TO CFM CONSTRUCTION, INC. AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND BOROUGH CLERK TO EXECUTE ALL DOCUMENTS IN FURTHERANCE OF THIS PROJECT ON BEHALF OF THE BOROUGH 
WHEREAS, currently, all wastewater on Geraud Avenue is conveyed via a gravity sewer over an abandoned bridge and discharges to an existing manhole located in the City of Plainfield; and,
WHEREAS, the existing bridge is scheduled to be demolished and as such, this crossing and the interconnection to the City of Plainfield sewer system must be abandoned; and,

WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield, concerned for the health, safety and welfare of the citizens it serves, desires to construct a small pump station with two (2) submersible pumps and five hundred (500) linear feet of two (2) inch HDPW force main which will convey the wastewater from the end of Geraud Avenue to an existing manhole at the intersection of Geraud Avenue and Myrtle Avenue in the Borough of North Plainfield, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey; and,

WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield, pursuant to and consistent with the Local Public Contracts Laws of the State of New Jersey (N.J.S.A. 40A:11-1 et. seq.), did prepare a scope of work and did solicit bids for the performance of such work; and,
WHEREAS, the initial bids received for this project were rejected in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40A:11-13.2(a) based on the fact that the lowest bid received substantially exceeded the cost estimate for the project as set forth in the scope of work; and pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:11-13.2(b) because the lowest bid substantially exceeded the Borough of North Plainfield’s appropriation for the project; and,

WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield, pursuant to and consistent with the Local Public Contracts Laws of the State of New Jersey (N.J.S.A. 40A:11-1 et. seq.), did re-advertise this project and solicit new bids for the performance of this work; and, 

WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield did receive and open a total of seven (7) bid packages which conformed to law; and,

WHEREAS, CFM CONSTRUCTION, INC. of Stirling, New Jersey submitted the lowest bid of all conforming bid packages submitted in the amount of Two Hundred Eighty-Six Thousand Nine Hundred Ten Dollars ($286,910.00); and,

WHEREAS, the bid amount received by CFM CONSTRUCTION, INC. for the work to be performed is within the previously determined Engineer’s Cost Estimate for the re-bids; and,

WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield has applied for and received a grant for said Geraud Avenue Sanitary System Improvement Project from the State of New Jersey, County of Somerset Community Development Block Grant program in the amount of One Hundred Twenty-Two Thousand Dollars ($122,000.00).
