RESOLUTION NO. 04-22-13-01a  RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH COUNCIL OF NORTH PLAINFIELD AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND BOROUGH CLERK TO ENTER INTO A RIGHTS OF WAY INSTALLATION, USE AND MANAGEMENT AGREEMENT WITH CROSS RIVER FIBER, L.L.C., TO PERMIT THE INSTALLATION, USE AND MAINTENANCE OF TELECOMMUNICATION FACILITIES WITHIN PUBLIC RIGHTS OF WAY FOR PURPOSES OF PROVIDING TELECOMMUNICATION SERVICES TO THE CITIZENS OF NORTH PLAINFIELD 

WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield, a municipal corporation of the State of New Jersey, having its principal place of business located at 263 Somerset Street in the Borough of North Plainfield, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey; and, 

 

            WHEREAS, Cross River Fiber, L.L.C. (hereinafter referred to as “Cross River Fiber”), is a limited liability corporation, organized under the laws of the State of New Jersey, with its principal place of business located at 382 Springfield Avenue, Suite 409, City of Summit, County of Union, State of New Jersey; and,

 

            WHEREAS, Cross River Fiber is duly authorized and permitted to provide local exchange and interexchange telecommunications services throughout the State of New Jersey, pursuant to an Order issued by the New Jersey Board of Public Utilities (hereinafter referred to as the “BPU”), bearing Docket number TE11050320, dated July 14, 2011; and,

 

            WHEREAS, Cross River Fiber, by letter dated September 25, 2012, has requested permission of the Borough of North Plainfield to utilize and occupy public rights of way within the Borough for a period of fifty (50) years, for the sole and exclusive purpose of constructing, installing, operating, repairing, maintaining and replacing its telecommunications system; and,

 

            WHEREAS, after due consideration of the matters set forth herein, it is determined to be in the best interests of the Borough of North Plainfield and the citizens it serves to enter into a “Right of Way Installation, Use and Maintenance Agreement” as attached hereto, to permit Cross River Fiber to utilize and occupy the public right of way within the Borough for this very specific and limited purpose; and,

 

            WHEREAS, by way of the “Right of Way Installation, Use and Maintenance Agreement,” Cross River Fiber has agreed, inter alia, to indemnify, defend and hold the Borough of North Plainfield harmless as to any and all claims and liability resulting from any injury or damage which may arise from the construction, installation, operation, repair, maintenance, disconnect, replacement and removal of its telecommunications system within certain public rights of way and provide policies of liability insurance coverage for both personal and property damage to the Borough, naming it as an additional insured.

 

            NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Borough Council of the Borough of North Plainfield, County of Somerset and State of New Jersey, hereby authorizes the Mayor and Borough Clerk to sign and/or execute on behalf of the Borough of North Plainfield, any and all such documents, including, but not limited to a “Right of Way Installation, Use and Maintenance Agreement” that may come before them in furtherance of the purposes set forth herein, without the need for any further formal action of this Borough Council; and

 

            BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that permission to utilize the public right of way for the purpose of providing telecommunication services to the Borough of North Plainfield and the citizens it serves is hereby approved, subject to the following terms and conditions:

 

1. Cross River Fiber shall in all instances, comply with the terms and conditions set forth in the “Rights of Way Installation, Use and Maintenance Agreement” as if it were fully set forth at length herein. 

 

2.  The Borough of North Plainfield, in its sole discretion, can terminate the permissions granted herein and in the Rights of Way Installation, Use and Maintenance Agreement, should Cross River Fiber breach any of the terms and/or conditions of said Agreement.
