Mr. Bernstein explained the discussions involved the Resolution regarding the settlement agreement with J&J Mechanical Contractors, LLC and Dauti Construction Company in which no money will be expended by the Borough.

WHEREAS, in 2006 the Borough of North Plainfield contracted with Dauti Construction Company, Inc., pursuant to the Local Public Contracts Law as General Contractor for the renovation of North Plainfield Borough Hall; and,


WHEREAS, Dauti Construction Company subcontracted with J&J Mechanical Contractors, LLC to perform certain steel erection and related work; and,


WHEREAS, in or about January 2008 J&J Mechanical Contractors, LLC and Dauti Construction Company, Inc., had a dispute as to certain work performed and associated additional costs requested by J&J Mechanical Contractors, LLC which resulted in arbitration proceedings pursuant to the subcontract between them; and,


WHEREAS, the arbitrator rendered a decision with regard to the dispute between J&J Mechanical Contractors, LLC and Dauti Construction Company in November 2012 awarding $6,747.95 to J&J Mechanical Contractors, LLC and allocating the balance of disputed sums to Dauti Construction Company, Inc.; and,


WHEREAS, pursuant to the contract between the Borough of North Plainfield and Dauti Construction Company, Inc., the Borough made claim against the performance bond of Dauti Construction Company, Inc., issued by Great American Insurance Company for performance of the contract with the Borough of North Plainfield regarding unpaid subcontractors, amongst other issues; and,


WHEREAS, Great American Insurance Company has determined that it will pay the sum of $6,747.95 to J&J Mechanical Contractors, LLC in full payment of the arbitration award and has negotiated a general release from Dauti Construction Company, Inc. to the Borough of North Plainfield with regard to all claims arising from the General Contract and performance of the General Contract with Dauti Construction Company in lieu of any payments by the Borough of North Plainfield; and,


WHEREAS, Great American Insurance Company requires the execution of a Settlement and Mutual Release Agreement by all parties in order to implement the resolution of all claims as described herein:


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of North Plainfield, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey, that the Mayor and Borough Clerk are hereby authorized to execute the Settlement and Mutual Release Agreement in form as attached.
