CONSUMPTION LICENSE NO.  1814-33-007-007
FROM ITALIAN AMERICAN SOCIAL CLUB TO DOMBAR, LLC.

Mrs. Forbes presented the following Resolution and moved its adoption:


RESOLUTION NO. 09-09-13-01  WHEREAS, at the Regular Meeting of the Borough Council of North Plainfield, Resolution No. 01-14-13-03k authorizing person-to-person transfer of Plenary Retail Consumption License 1814-33-007-007 from Italian American Social Club of North Plainfield, NJ, Inc. to DOMBAR, LLC d/b/a International Club and Sports Bar was adopted; and,


WHEREAS, it was determined that the application form was complete in all respects, transfer fees were paid and the license properly renewed for the current license term.  It is further determined that certain documentation was found to be unfiled, those being an Alcoholic Beverage Retail License Clearance Certificate for Transfer and a Bulk Sale Permit (BSP) Application.  Therefore, Resolution No. 01-14-13-03k is being rescinded; and,


WHEREAS, the missing documentation as described has since been filed by the applicant, DOMBAR, LLC d/b/a International Club and Sports Bar.  The heretofore missing documentation has been found to be complete in all details; and,


WHEREAS, however, it was further found that the transferee had failed to publish the required legal advertisements for the transfer. Therefore, Resolution 07-22-13-01b is being rescinded; and,

WHEREAS, an application has been filed by DOMBAR, LLC d/b/a/ International Club and Sports Bar, located at 502 Watchung Avenue, Watchung, New Jersey 07069, (hereinafter referred to as “Applicant”) for a person to person transfer of Plenary Retail Consumption License (1814-33-007-007), heretofore issued to Italian American Social Club of North Plainfield, NJ, Inc. for premises located at 403 Somerset Street; and,


WHEREAS, the submitted application form is complete in all respects, the transfer fees have been paid and the license has been properly renewed for the current license term and the legal advertisements have been published; and,


WHEREAS, the Applicant is qualified to be licensed according to all standards established by Title 33 of the New Jersey Statutes, regulations promulgated thereunder, as well as pertinent local ordinances and conditions consistent with Title 33 of the New Jersey Statutes; and,


WHEREAS, the Applicant has disclosed and the issuing authority has reviewed the source of all funds in the purchase of the license and the licensed business and all additional financing obtained in connection with the license and licensed business and the North Plainfield Police Department has found such to be acceptable.


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of North Plainfield, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey does hereby approve, effective as of September 11, 2013, the transfer of the aforesaid Plenary Retail Consumption License (1814-33-007-007) to DOMBAR, LLC d/b/a International Club and Sports Bar, and does hereby direct the Borough Clerk to endorse the license certificate to the new ownership and take all other actions necessary.  Said certificate shall read “This license, subject to all of the terms and conditions, is hereby transferred to DOMBAR, LLC d/b/a International Club and Sports Bar, effective September 11, 2013.”

WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield is in need of an engineering consultant to provide certain engineering services for the Borough's Municipal Building Roof Rehabilitation Project- Construction Phase; and,

WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield previously advertised for proposals relating to the engineering services for engineering services related to the Municipal Building Roof Rehabilitation Project;

WHEREAS, after review of all bid packages, the lowest responsible bidder was Suburban Consulting Engineers, Inc., with a principal business address located at 100 Valley Road, Suite 202, Borough of Mount Arlington, County of Morris, State of New Jersey, who submitted a Base Bid not to exceed Thirteen Thousand Eight Hundred Dollars ($13,800.00) for engineering services, excluding work associated with audio/visual components and systems as those are not yet defined; and,

WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield desires to award the Base Bid that shall not exceed Thirteen Thousand Eight Hundred Dollars ($13,800.00) to Suburban Consulting Engineers, Inc.

RESOLUTION NO. 09-09-13-03b  RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A CONTRACT WITH THE COUNTY OF SOMERSET TO PROVIDE PARTICIPATION IN A COOPERATIVE MEANS OF CONDUCTING CERTAIN COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT AND HOME INVESTMENT PARTNERSHIP PROGRAM ACTIVITIES 

WHEREAS, Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 provides for substantial federal funds being made available to certain urban counties for use therein; and


WHEREAS, the Community Development Block Grant Program and the HOME Investment Partnership Programs have benefited the County as a whole and has provided a unique opportunity for intermunicipal cooperation and


WHEREAS, the program has provided substantial benefits to persons of low and moderate income including the elderly and disabled, and that these benefits would be lost without a renewal of the County cooperation agreement; and

WHEREAS,  the Borough of North Plainfield desires to  preserve benefits of the Community Development Block Grant Program and the HOME Investment Partnership Programs for the County by renewing its participation in the Somerset County Community Development Consortium; and


WHEREAS, the Interlocal Services Act (N.J.S.A. 40:8A-1 et seq.) provides a mechanism through which counties and municipalities may enter into agreements for the provision of joint services; and


WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40:8A-1 et seq. provides that authorization for participation in such a cooperative program must be by resolution:


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Council of the Borough of North Plainfield,   County of Somerset, State of New Jersey, that:  The Borough of North Plainfield 


1. does hereby authorize continued participation in the Somerset County Community Development Consortium or Urban County.

2. does hereby authorize, ratify and confirm a certain agreement (hereinafter referred to as "Contract") between the Borough of North Plainfield and Somerset County entitled “Agreement Between the County of Somerset and Certain Municipalities Located Therein For the Establishment of Cooperative Means of Conducting Certain Community Development Activities" and that this agreement shall automatically renew in every successive qualification period unless notice that it wishes to withdraw is provided to HUD and Somerset County.

3. It hereby authorizes full participation by the Borough of North Plainfield in all aspects of the activities provided for within said Contract pursuant to the terms and conditions as more fully set forth in said Contract.

4. It hereby incorporates said Contract into this Resolution by reference, as if fully set forth herein.

WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield is in need of a contractor to provide certain construction services for the Borough’s 2013 Capital Road Improvements Project; and,
