PUBLIC COMMENT:  
Frank D’Amore, 40 Willow Avenue, North Plainfield, commenting on the noise complaint discussion, the speaker reminded that residents may sign complaints against offenders.  For those noise issues stemming from Plainfield, he suggested contacting the Police Department and requesting that they contact Plainfield.  He also advised of a general order within the Police Department regarding weekend construction work.  Commenting on the illegal removal of trees from Green Acres property, the speaker reminded that photos indicating the name and address of the company were submitted to Mr. Hollod.

Tracy Peters, 495 Ayres Avenue, North Plainfield, also commended the Red Sox and relayed her satisfaction with the paving of Ayres Avenue.  Responding to Ms. Peters’ concerns with the rainwater accumulation at Ayres Avenue and Harrington Avenue, Mr. Rodino offered to have the engineer address the issue. 
Jamel Wilson, 585 Mountainview Drive, North Plainfield, requested confirmation of an entrance to Costco from Warfield Road.  Mayor Giordano advised the entrance is temporary.
