The Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag was led by Council President Singleterry.   


Council President Singleterry requested a moment of silence for the men and women serving in our Armed Forces.  

The Council President read the following Notice of Compliance:


"This is an Agenda Meeting of the Council of the Borough of North Plainfield, scheduled by resolution of the Council adopted on December 10, 2012.  Adequate notice of this meeting was given pursuant to N.J.S.A. 10:4-6 et seq. by transmitting said notice to the Courier News, The Star-Ledger and WKMB Radio on December 11, 2012, by publication of the announcement in the Courier News of December 13, 2012 and by posting a copy of this notice on the bulletin boards in the Municipal Building and Memorial Library reserved for such purpose."
PUBLIC COMMENT:
Frank D’Amore, 40 Willow Avenue, North Plainfield, recalling a communication from Chief Parenti back in February 2012, the speaker advised of a reply from the State Department of Transportation advising that the commercial vehicle ordinance may be in violation of federal regulations.  Mr. D’Amore stressed that the cited regulation has nothing to do with parking regulations.  Mr. Rodino interjected that the current ordinance is enforced on private property.  
NEW BUSINESS:

Temporary Budget – D.E.H.  Mr. Hollod explained that this Resolution is adopted every year by the Council prior to Budget adoption.  The Administrator announced that the Budget should be ready for distribution to the Council in January.

2014 Council Meeting Calendar – D.M.S.  Council President Singleterry advised that this Resolution specifies the Council’s 2014 meeting dates.

Rockview Avenue Interceptor Emergency Repair Work – D.E.H.  Mr. Hollod advised of the major repairs to Rockview Avenue that occurred at the beginning of this year.  Confirming that the project has been completed, Mr. Hollod reported a reduction in the final price.

Authorizing Extended Opening Hours for Certain Plenary Retail Consumption Licensees – D.M.S.  Council President Singleterry explained that this allows for extended New Year’s Day hours for certain establishments.   Mr. Phoenix confirmed that the two licensees, The Bridge and Top Shelf had both requested the extended hours in writing.
OLD BUSINESS:

Garage Sale Ordinance – M.H.F.  Mrs. Forbes questioned the amount of the fine, noting it may be too high.  Mr. Stabile encouraged a $300.00 fine for violators.  Mr. La Ronde agreed, cautioning that enforcement may be troublesome.  Responding to the Council President, Mr. Bernstein confirmed that fines would be assessed through the court.  Setting a maximum fine allows for the Judge to decide, he remarked, adding that the full $300.00 amount might not be imposed.
