Meeting was called to order at 6:00 PM by David Hollod.

Statement of compliance with NJSA 10:4-6 was read.

Roll was called.

An application by William Lauricella, for  Crossflags Corvettes, a business at 479 Somerset Street was presented.

The name, Crossflags Corvettes in nineteen large letters along the front of the building was proposed. Applicants have not determined whether backlighting would be used.

A three dimensional model of a the passenger side of a 1961 Corvette was proposed to be displayed on the North side of the building.

Mr. Danois moved, Mr. Hollod seconded, and application was approved unanimously, pending necessary construction permit and approval by the zoning officer.

An application by Maribel Fabian-Disla for Bellezzima, a business for 314E  Somerset Street, (actually facing Jackson Avenue) was presented and discussed. 

White lettering on an existing green awning, eighteen feet across, was proposed.

An electric barber pole on the front of the building was proposed.

Applicant was informed that any display in a window may cover only 25% of the window’s area, and that a proposed photograph covering the door would likely not be permitted by the zoning officer.

Mr Lange moved, Mr. Danois seconded, and the application for the lettering on the awning and the barber pole was approved unanimously, pending construction permit if required, and approval by the zoning officer.
