WHEREAS, many of these credits are thought to be unidentifiable, erroneous or as a result of initial conversion; and,


WHEREAS, in an effort to improve the financial integrity of the Borough it is recommended that said credit amounts be transferred to surplus for any future claims.


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the Borough of North Plainfield, that the Tax Collector is hereby directed to transfer said credits totaling up to $541,461.81 to surplus and the Chief Financial Officer is authorized to make the necessary corresponding entries.

WHEREAS, the Director of the Division of Local Government Services has promulgated rules and regulations for pilot programs, and

WHEREAS, the Director of the Division of Local Government Services has approved NJ Tax Lien Investors/RealAuction.com to conduct pilot programs, and

WHEREAS, the rules and regulations authorize a municipality to submit an application for participation in the pilot program for an electronic tax sale, and

WHEREAS, an electronic tax sale is innovative and provides a greater pool of potential lien buyer, thus creating the environment for a more complete tax sale program for an electronic tax sale process, and

WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield wishes to participate in the pilot program for an electronic sale.

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the Borough of North Plainfield that Kitty Intravartolo is hereby authorized and directed to complete an application to participate in the electronic tax sale program and submit same to the Director of the Division of Local Government Services.

RESOLUTION NO. 07-14-14-02e  WHEREAS, NJSA 54:5-19.1 authorizes electronic tax sales pursuant to rules and regulations to be promulgated by the Director of the Division of Local Government Services, and

WHEREAS, the rules and regulations require a municipality to send three (3) notices of the sale to all properties included in said sale; and 

WHEREAS, the rules and regulations allow said municipality to charge a fee of $25.00 per notice for the creation, printing and mailing of said notice; and 

WHEREAS, in an effort to more fairly assign greater fiscal responsibility to delinquent taxpayers, the Borough of North Plainfield wishes to charge $25.00 per notice mailed which will be assessed specifically to the delinquent accounts that are causing the need for a tax sale and not to the general tax base. 

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the Borough of North Plainfield that a fee of $25.00 per notice be established and is hereby authorized and directed to be charged for each notice of tax sale that is sent in conjunction with the 2014 electronic tax sale.
RESOLUTION NO. 07-14-14-02f  RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF NORTH PLAINFIELD AWARDING A CONTRACT PURSUANT TO PUBLIC BID AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND BOROUGH CLERK TO EXECUTE A CONTRACT WITH OSWALD ENTERPRISES, INC. FOR SANITARY SEWER SERVICES 

WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield solicited public bids for “Cleaning and Internal CCTV Inspection of Various Sanitary Sewers, Contract No. 2014-02, Base Bid and Supplemental Bid A” (“Sewer Services”) and submissions were received on the due date of July 2, 2014; and,

WHEREAS, Brian J. Brach, P.E. and Hatch Mott McDonald, Borough Special Engineers, have reviewed the bid submissions and recommended the award of the bid for Sewer Services to Oswald Enterprises, Inc. of 161 East Road, Belford, New Jersey; and, 

WHEREAS, Director of Law/ Borough Attorney Eric M. Bernstein, Esq., and the offices of Eric M. Bernstein & Associates, LLC have reviewed the bid submissions and recommend the award of the bid for Sewer Services to Oswald Enterprises, Inc.; and,

WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield finds that Oswald Enterprises, Inc. is the lowest responsible bidder for the Sewer Services contract; and,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of North Plainfield, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey that a contract is hereby awarded to Oswald Enterprises, Inc., pursuant to its bid submission for the issued Request for Bids for Cleaning and Internal CCTV Inspection of Various Sanitary Sewers, Contract No. 2014-02, Base Bid and Supplemental Bid A; and,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor and Borough Clerk are hereby authorized to execute a contract on behalf of the Borough for the provision of Sewer Services with Oswald Enterprises, Inc., for an amount not to exceed the total bid of Seventy One Thousand Five Hundred Ninety Dollars ($71,590.00), consisting of Base Bid in the amount of Thirty Three Thousand Forty Dollars ($33,040.00) and Supplemental Bid A in the amount of Thirty Eight Thousand Five Hundred Fifty Dollars ($38,550.00); and, 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the award of this contract shall be subject to the certification of the Borough’s Chief Financial Officer as to the availability of funds for payment for same; and,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the award is made pursuant to and consistent with the Local Public Contracts Laws of the State of New Jersey, and that the contract shall be consistent with all applicable laws and the Public Bid Request and bid submittal of Oswald Enterprises, Inc. for Cleaning and Internal CCTV Inspection of Various Sanitary Sewers, Base Bid and Supplemental Bid A.
