Board Chairman Singleterry read the following Notice of Compliance:

PUBLIC COMMENT RE:  BOARD OF HEALTH MATTERS
Frank D’Amore, 40 Willow Avenue, North Plainfield, inquired after police enforcement of the ordinance; Council President Singleterry answered in the affirmative.  Replying to Mr. D’Amore, Mr. Stabile explained that he had not objected to enforcement of the ordinance.  He further explained that many municipalities and all schools have banned smoking to ensure children not be exposed to cigarette smoke.  
John Langenbach, 112 Jackson Avenue, North Plainfield, explained that as a non-smoker he simply walks away from those that are smoking.  The speaker then voiced his concerns with police enforcement of the ordinance.
