Council President Singleterry requested a moment of silence for the men and women serving in our Armed Forces.

The Council President read the following Notice of Compliance:

PUBLIC COMMENT:  
Frank N. D’Amore Sr., 40 Willow Avenue, North Plainfield, inquired after the status of the alternate side of the street signage.  Mr. Rodino explained that the utility companies need to complete the mark-outs to ensure no lines are struck.  
John Langenbach, 112 Jackson Avenue, North Plainfield, thanked Mark Tighe and Patti Bender for their assistance during his heat stroke.  

NEW BUSINESS:

Agreement with Energysolve, LLC - D.E.H.  Mr. Hollod explained that Energysolve will perform an in-depth analysis of the energy bills.  Noting that the Borough’s 240 utility bills totaled approximately $280,000 last year, he assured the Borough stands to save more than it will pay for this service.

Change Order and Closeout Resolution for Northwood Apartments Sanitary Sewer Trenchless Rehabilitation Project – D.E.H.  Mr. Hollod explained this is a closeout resolution.  Noting that the Borough had received $100,000 in Community Development Block Grant funds, he explained that the change order indicates a decrease in the total amount.

Introduction of Bond Ordinances – D.E.H.  Mr. Hollod explained these ordinances are a follow up to last meeting’s presentation and confirmed that the Supplemental Debt Statement had been provided by Mr. DeBlasio.  
REPORTS OF BOARDS, COMMITTEES, COMMISSIONS:  
Mrs. Forbes reported that schools will open with an interim superintendent.  Confirming that Dr. Rich had retired, she explained that Bob Ferguson had been appointed as the principal of East End School.
