WHEREAS, the Borough Attorney/Director of Law Eric M. Bernstein, Esq. and the offices of Eric M. Bernstein & Associates, LLC have reviewed the recommendations of David J. Testa, P.E., and concur with his recommendations.

WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield has an ordinance prohibiting the sale of alcoholic beverages on January 1, New Year’s Day, between the hours of 2:00 a.m. and 7:00 a.m. unless January 1st is a Sunday; and,

WHEREAS, the Borough has received written requests from The Bridge, Plenary Retail Consumption License No.  1814-33-001-003 and Top Shelf, Plenary Retail Consumption License No. 1814-33-004-003 to allow the extension of their hours of operation on January 1, 2015 to better enable them to serve their clientele and to improve their receipts during difficult financial times; and

WHEREAS, The Bridge, at 54 Watchung Avenue, North Plainfield, New Jersey and Top Shelf, at 164 Somerset Street, North Plainfield, New Jersey have requested permission to close at 3:00 a.m. on Thursday, January 1, 2015; and

WHEREAS, New Year’s Eve generates a large amount of business for alcoholic beverage licensees in the Borough; and,

WHEREAS, the Borough wishes to grant the requests of The Bridge and Top Shelf to remain open until a later hour on January 1, 2015;
