WHEREAS, Director of Law and Borough Attorney Eric M. Bernstein and the law firm of Eric M. Bernstein & Associates, LLC, have reviewed and revised the form of agreement; and,
WHEREAS, this Resolution is subject to the final negotiation and approval of the agreement by Eric M. Bernstein & Associates, LLC.

WHEREAS, the Borough Engineer, Grotto Engineering Associates, LLC, by Senior Project Manager David J. Testa, P.E., C.M.E., has issued a letter, dated April 30, 2014, detailing two (2) construction obligations (landscaping and emergency access gate with Knox Box) to be completed and approved before release of the cash escrow; and,

WHEREAS, the Borough Attorney/Director of Law, Eric M. Bernstein & Associates, LLC, has reviewed the correspondences of David J. Testa, P.E. and also recommends release of the LOC; and,
