Restricting Tobacco Sales – D.M.S.  Mr. Singleterry voiced his satisfaction with the draft ordinance and requested a first reading at the next meeting.  Mr. George indicated that many tobacco distributors would provide their own countertop signage.  Advising that electronic cigarettes would be included in the ordinance, the Counselor reminded that the ordinance was patterned after pending state law.  Mr. Phoenix reminded of the need for two ordinances, one which would restrict tobacco sales to anyone under the age of twenty-one and one to amend the current code.  Mr. Stabile called for an increase in the monetary fines.
