Whereas, impaired driving crashes cost the United States almost $50 Billion a year; and
Whereas, 27% of motor vehicle fatalities in New Jersey in 2013 were alcohol-related; and
Whereas, an enforcement crackdown is planned to combat impaired driving; and

Whereas, the summer season and the Labor Day holiday in particular are traditionally times of
social gatherings which include alcohol; and
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Whereas, the State of New Jersey, Division of Highway Traffic Safety, has asked law
enforcement agencies throughout the state to participate in the Drive Sober or Get Pulled Over 2015

Whereas, the project will involve increased impaired driving enforcement from August 21
through September 7, 2015; and
