WHEREAS, Title | of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 provides for
substantial federal funds being made available to certain urban counties for use therein; and

WHEREAS, the Community Development Block Grant Program and the HOME Investment
Partnership Programs have benefited the County as a whole and have provided a unique opportunity for
intermunicipal cooperation and

WHEREAS, the program has provides substantial benefits to persons of low and moderate income
including the elderly and disabled, and that these benefits would be lost without a renewal of the County
cooperation agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield desires to preserve benefits of the Community
Development Block Grant Program and the Home Investment Partnership Programs for the County by
renewing its participation in the Somerset County Community Development Consortium; and

WHEREAS, the Interlocal Services Act (N.J.S.A. 40:8A-1 et seq.) provides a mechanism through
which counties and municipalities may enter into agreements for the provision of joint services; and
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WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40:8A-1 et seq. provides that authorization for participation in such a
cooperative program must be by resolution:
