WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield is in need of a Professional Engineer to provide certain
General Engineering Services for the period between January 1, 2018 and April 30, 2019; and,

WHEREAS, Mott MacDonald, with a principal place of business located at 3 Paragon Way,
Freehold, New Jersey 07728, is in the business of providing Engineering Services and submitted a proposal,
dated February 22, 2018, for 2018 General Engineering Services for the Borough of North Plainfield,

WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield is desirous of obtaining the services of Mott
MacDonald to perform all of those services contemplated in the afore-referenced proposal.
