 WHEREAS, this year’s Black History Month is dedicated to Black Health and Wellness 
in recognition of the continuing fight against the Covid-19 virus and its variants which have 
caused a disproportionate number of African Americans to become ill and die; and, 
 
 WHEREAS, the Coronavirus siege has affected all segments of our population in 
Somerset County and New Jersey; now, therefore, 
 

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the Borough of North Plainfield that Black History 
Month 2022 be recognized for its annual theme of tribute to the historical achievements of our 
Black brothers and sisters; and, be it further resolved that this Governing Body endorses this 
year’s Black History month theme intended to bolster the health of one and all in our diverse 
community.
