WHEREAS, working smoke alarms cut the risk of death in reported home fires almost in
half; and

WHEREAS, North Plainfield’s first responders are dedicated to reducing the occurrence
of home fires and home fire injuries through prevention; and

WHEREAS, the 2023 Fire Prevention Week theme, “Cooking Safety Starts With YOU.
Pay Attention to Fire Prevention” effectively serves to remind us to stay alert and use caution
when cooking to reduce the risk of kitchen fires.
